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Teacher Materials and Administration Notes: 

Plastic container at least 10”x10”, (transparent freezer containers or cut milk jug)

Ruler

Magnifying glass

Straw (diameter must be large enough to allow meteor model to pass through)

Small object such as candy, bean, pebble, to serve as meteor

Material to make surface layers for this experiment I used the following;

  a)ground coffee(2 scoops)

  b)season all salt(2 scoops)

  c)sugar(2packs)

  d)powdered chai(2 scoops)

Other materials may be used to represent the layered surface of a space object. You can adjust the order and depth of the materials. You may modify the masses of the “meteors”, their velocity, angle, etc. This allows for further student experimentation.

This can be done outside as it can be messy depending on how you set it up and how the “meteor” is accelerated.

  Students must observe the sample from the same point of view when sketching the pre and post-impact observations in questions 2 and 4
