Purpose:  The purpose of this assessment probe is to elicit students’ ideas about the differences between organs and body systems.  Students often do not see the relationship between organs which combine to form the body systems.  
Explanation:

Cells combine to make tissues.  Tissues combine to make organs and the organs make up the parts of the body systems.  When the systems work together, the body tends to operate to maintain equilibrium.
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
